The Dalí Museum has a traveling exhibition, called Dalí on Tour that is available to a wide variety of facilities at no cost (except for shipping and insurance).

The Dalí on Tour exhibit consists of 31 exquisite photographic reproductions of works from the museum’s permanent collection which arrives ready-to-hang. Each image is beautiful framed under glass with labeling incorporated into the matting and is accompanied by a museum-style wall placard giving informative and intriguing notes about the painting represented.

Part of the museum’s mission is present Dalí’s art for consideration by as many people as possible. “Dali on Tour allows us to provide faithful reproduction of Dalí’s images and information about him and his work to a large number of people who otherwise would not have this kind of opportunity,” according to museum curator Joan Kropf.

The exhibit is ideal for art centers, teaching galleries, community colleges, libraries, community centers and alternative spaces which do not have the budget or security necessary to bring in other touring shows.

Presented as a retrospective with significant examples from each of Dalí’s four main stylistic periods, the exhibit also includes a Guide for Dalí on Tour booklet, which leads visitors through the fascinating panorama of Dalí’s life and work.
