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Star Filmmaker John Waters to Appear at the Salvador Dalí Museum

Waters brings his one-man show “This Filthy World” on April 26

St. Petersburg, Fla. (April 16, 2008) – Complementing its current exhibition, Dalí & Film, the Salvador Dalí Museum will host legendary American filmmaker, actor, writer, visual artist and art collector John Waters on Saturday, April 26, 2008. “This Filthy World,” Waters’ lecture/one man show, is a candid and hilarious look at Waters’ life and his extraordinary career, from the 1964 Hag in a Black Leather Jacket, to A Dirty Shame of 2004.
On Saturday, April 26, 2008, doors open at 6:30 p.m. and Waters’ show, “This Filthy World,” begins at 7:00 p.m.  Afterwards, Waters will sign books and mementos from the Museum Store. A VIP reception, open to Museum members only, begins at 9:30 p.m.

More than a straightforward look-alike contest, the Museum is instead looking for the man or woman who “best epitomizes the spirit of Dalí.” Entrants can submit a one-minute video or enter the in-person contest at the Museum on May 10, 2008 at a party from 9 pm to midnight.
