Voila!! Dalí and Surreal Fashion Design Meet in 
St. Petersburg
PUBLIC INVITED TO A LUNCHEON / FASHION SHOW TO RAISE FUNDS FOR NEW $35M BUILDING SEPTEMBER 23
ST. PETERSBURG, Fla.  - (August 28, 2008) – Surrealism is the hot trend in Fashion this fall, and some of that heat will be on display in St. Petersburg when The Salvador Dalí Museum stages a “SURREAL” Fashion Show, luncheon and live auction on September 23 at the St. Petersburg Yacht Club. This fund-raising event, open to the public, will feature living sculptures inspired by Dalí and Surrealism, created by St. Petersburg’s House of Ska and Ambria’s Gallery of Wearable Art. 

Dalí himself would be excited about the upcoming event. Fashion was something Dalí truly adored. In the late 1930s he worked with two greats of haute couture - Coco Chanel and Elsa Schiaparelli. Even after 70 years, the shock of Dalí’s extravagant, surrealistic designs has hardly diminished. Not one but two articles in the New York Times Style Magazine reference Dalí and Surrealism—fashion maven Gloria Vanderbilt recalls attending a surrealist party with Dalí in 1941 in the article titled, “Hooray for Dalíwood,” and in an article titled, “The Surreal McCoy,” Italian artist Francesco Vezzoli is quoted as saying “Ever since Schiaparelli designed the lobster dress for Salvador Dalí, and Buñuel and Dalí collaborated in films, Surrealism has successfully played with the vocabulary of fashion and cinema.” 

The price of seeing Surreal Fashion in St. Petersburg is $60 per person and includes an 11 a.m. reception, followed by a Noon luncheon and live auction. The Surreal Festivities will honor Eleanor Morse, co-founder of the Salvador Dalí Museum. In addition, Director Dr. Hank Hine will offer fashion attendees an update on the plans to build the new museum, slated for a Fall 2008 groundbreaking.

 
“There will be nothing else in the country like the new $35 million Salvador Dalí Museum,” explained Director Dr. Charles Henri (Hank) Hine. “The new museum is set to open toward the end of 2010 and will showcase works of art from a 2,140 piece collection and double in size to 68,000 square feet.”  The Dalí Museum in St. Petersburg continues to house the largest collection of Salvador Dalí works in the world (outside of Spain) and is the top-rated museum in the American South.
