St. Petersburg, Florida - The Dali Museum invites the public to the premiere of a new play exploring the personality of Dali’s wife Gala on Wednesday, May 4 and Friday, May 6, 2011 at 8 p.m. “My Unspeakable Confessions: Gala Dali Declines to Explain Herself” will be performed in the new museum’s theatre located on the first floor.
 
Written by Heather L. Jones, the play will be performed by Roxanne Fay. Both Ms. Jones and Ms. Fay (with Aleshea Harris) are the founders of Blue Scarf Collective, a writers’ and artists’ collaborative in the Tampa Bay area. Since its inception in February 2010, Blue Scarf Collective has produced seven theatrical events and has recently been named an artistic resident company at freeFall Theatre (Eric Davis, Artistic Director).  
 
Working in close contact with the Museum’s Curator of Education, Peter Tush, Ms. Jones has been privy to the museum’s library, with its vast collected knowledge of the Dali family and the artistic realm in which they lived.
 
Touching on secrets, fears, promises and lies and told through Gala’s fascinating relationship with the Tarot, with genius and with madness, Ms. Jones’ words bring our sense and sensitivity to a boiling point, allowing Gala to speak without apology.  Actress Fay utilizes her masterful ability to shift into others’ beings and ferociously lets Gala,  blunt, and often ungentle, explain her life…or not.
 
The play will continue to travel world-wide after this St. Petersburg, Florida premiere.

About the new Dalí
The new Dalí is double the size of the current museum. Salvador Dalí’s amazing works of art will finally have a home designed specifically for this collection. The new Dalí Museum is also built to protect the priceless art collection. The design has already attracted the world’s attention and is listed as “one of the top buildings you have to see before you die” in AOL Travel News.  
 
The museum’s exterior is itself a work of art, featuring more than 900 triangular-shaped glass panels. This geodesic glass structure – nicknamed the “Glass Enigma” – is the only structure of its kind in North America and is a 21st century expression of Buckminster Fuller’s geodesic dome as utilized in Dalí’s Teatro Museo in Figueres, Spain. No two glass panels are identical, providing a truly unique view of St. Petersburg’s picturesque waterfront. The Helical Staircase – a spiral that ascends to the third floor galleries – is the main architectural focus of the interior. An energetic form created with mathematical precision and resembling a strand of DNA, Dalí recognized the helix as evidence of the divine in nature.
 
Yann Weymouth, AIA, Senior Vice President and Design Director for HOK, conceived the museum’s architectural design, and The Beck Group brought the concept to life. It was enlivened with a geodesic oculum by Novum Structures, which engineered and installed the free-form glass exterior.  
 
Most importantly, the new museum allows for more of Dalí’s work to be on display than ever before and will feature amenities including a café, theater, classroom and student gallery. 
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
